¢ Or, next to the box where you enter your title, subject or author is a box
for the View of the collection: this will limit your search to everything for a
particular branch, or you may limit to the Kids catalog.

¢ To limit the search to fiction, use your subject plus juvenile fiction (3-6
grade) or easy picture (preschool - 2 grade).
Use multicultural as a subject heading to locate materials on this subject.

¢ Using multicultural/ without including juveni/e will limit the search to adult
materials such as curriculum guides. Make sure you use "View Entire
Collection” to do this.

¢ The Library League, the children’s website, is located on the web site under Kids’
Library League or you may go directly to http://Kkids.tulsalibrary.org/.

Specific library heroes/heroines will guide you to the Kid’s Catalog, websites and
resources for children, parents and teachers.

African
folktale about a mouse that pays close attention to her surroundings and
avoids being tricked by the cat.
